FOREWORD

Today’'s world offers many challenges. Roman
frontiers defined a single state, albeit one which
no longer exists. Their remains are now spread
across our countries in Europe, the Middle East
and North Africa. Not surprisingly, our knowledge of
the archaeological resource varies from country to
country. Yet, the common features of Roman frontiers
demand that they are treated as a single monument.
Roman frontiers are the joy of the aficionado of
cultural tourism — here is one great cultural route
running right round the Roman empire, offering not
just different sites buta wide range of landscape
and scenery.

Protection is a complex issue in the face of our
modern society and its demands. Archaeological
investigation is an increasingly complex operation
requiring more resources. Access to existing
information can be difficult owing to the range of
languages and styles of documentation. Visitors have
high expectations, fuelled by television and other
media presentations. To create and manage a single
large monument such as the ‘Frontiers of the Roman
Empire’ demands a management philosophy in which
the whole frontier complex is treated holistically
while local traditions and practices are respected:
This is a considerable challenge as well as a great
opportunity for international co-operation.

It is clear that the protection and enhancement
of our common heritage requires much energy
and tolerance, between and among the scientific
community and administrators, at every level from
the local to the international.
